GYMS
· see GymInfo.doc.  Especially note gym open/closing times, getting games started/ended on time, and the info about Equipment.
DIVISION REPS

· Know your Division Reps. Names and contact info posted with division schedule.

· Reps are the division focal points between the HVBA officers and the team captains.  They are responsible for relaying concerns and comments to the HVBA Board, and from the HVBA to the team captains.  
· Reps are responsible for collecting score sheets and compiling win-loss records/statistics. The statistics should be recorded within 1 week of play. It is the Rep’s responsibility to get someone to collect scores if they are not there and send results to the Rep or do the stats for them.

REFEREEING TEAMS

· Show up to ref ON TIME and do NOT use it as an excuse to leave early.

· Keep the equipment storage areas in good condition. HVBA Game Balls should be used during games only - not for warm-ups.  Please watch for this. 
· The ball to use must be agreed upon by teams playing. HVBA supplies Molten and Tachikara. If there is no agreement, the Molten is the ball that will be used.
· Bags at gyms will contain supplies such as rule book, score sheets, pens, balls, and pump. If supplies are running low, tell Division Rep or contact HVBA.

· Gym opening and closing times must be kept.  See GymInfo.doc.
· The last refereeing team is responsible for turning in the score sheet(s) to the Division Rep and is responsible for ensuring the gymnasium is left in order.

· Gyms that require net setup:  First team refereeing must (show up early) and setup the nets and prepare the courts. Last refereeing team must take down the nets and organize and store all equipment. There is a handout in the folder in the HVBA gym bag that explains where equipment is stored and how to setup/take down the nets.
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
