Overlap (out-of-position)
The back row player cannot be closer to the net than the front row player
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The center front player may not be closer to the right side line than the front right player

This ball is OUT.  The ball must physically touch the line or the court to be in.

Legal.  Player’s foot is on or above the line.  The player’s foot need not physically touch the line - only needs to be positioned over the line

Illegal.  Player’s foot is completely inside the opponent’s court and not on or above the line.  





Note:  This rule applies only to a player’s foot or hand.  If any other part of a player’s body touches the opponents court (i.e. knee pad) they should be called for an under-the-net fault

All three balls shown are considered out-of-bounds.  To be considered “IN” the ball must pass completely inside the antenna.





The top ball passes over the antenna - not completely inside





The middle ball strikes the antenna and is therefore considered “OUT”.





The lower ball is considered “OUT” because it strikes the antenna as it bounces out of the net.  
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
